194 million barrels of crude and refined pro-
ducts were delivered from the Amay Refinery
in 1957, The record month for last year was
Jamuary with a total of 17,611,000 barrels
of crude and refined products,

ok ko
A plant for the de-sulphurization of diesel
oils was put into operation in the Amuay Re-
finery this week, The Hydrofiner, its proper
name, is the only such plunt in Venezuela and
one of the few such plants in operation in the
rafining centers of ths world, - :

It was built for Creole by the Foster Wheeler
Corporation at a cost of nine million, three
hundred thousand bolivares. As explalned by
the local mansger, Crecle built the local
plant to help supply the lncreesing demand
for higher quality petroleum producte made
naceseary by the continual improvement of ine
ternal combustion engines.

In the hydrefining process the Diesel Oll feed
is treated with a hydrogen-rich gas (produced
by the Hydroformer) in the presence cf a
gatalyst, & porous solid needed to speed the
sulphur removing reactions, The plant ecan
treat 17,500 barrels of diesel oils daily.
Together with Pipestill N°® 4 and the Lube
plant under construction this unit forms a
part of the major building program at Amuay,
and enhances greatly the position of Oreole
and Jersey in the competitive field with re=-
pgard to thes quality of Diesel Oil products.
