4 distinguished visitor here last weskend was
Fredrik Haslund, Chief cf the Morweglan Gov-
ermment Soaial Welfare CIfice for the Mer-
chant Marine, Mr. Haslund's ezr.y braining
was in elsctrical engineering, a.d he worksd
for a mumber of electrical firms in Nerway,
smong them, Sismens Schuckert, and later ownesd
his own business., He was Instrumental in de-
veloping a program for the industrizl future
sf Morway in the years before World War 1l.
Among obher things, he wrote a book on Gevern-
ment Administration which wes lest dyring the
Gorman imrasion of his country.

During the sarly part of the war in Nermy,
Mr, Hoslund wes assimmed te varieus significant
migsions, the meost important eme belng named
the leader for transperting Neorwey's geld Re-
serves and takirg them out of the ceuntry.

The yeoerves were taken without detectien from
under Lhe rigid surveilance by the Germans
and drematisaliy transported te the Nerth
Coazt of Norway where they were put aboard a
British cruiser and later transferved to var-
ions freighters which carried them to the Uni-
ted States inm the f=ll «f 1340,
