The constitution has been drafted by & commit—
tee appointed by the church board whoss members
are John Whitlock, J.C. Mixon, and Jack Ford.
1t was presented to bhe church board for revi-
sions, re-drafted, then re-submitied to the
hozrd znd approved for presentation to the con-
gregation,

This is a most important step for the people of
this commnity, the setiing up of a self-govern-
ing church organization to function for the
Spiritual needs of people from many backgrounds,
This iz one of the gosls that has been kept im
sight for several years by many residents of
this ares, especially thoss who formed the A-
muay Wership Group.

when the constitution is approved znd erystal-
1irmed in the final form, plans will be an—
nounced to receive Charter Members, To some,
this may seem like the fulfillment of their
henes, but it really is the beginning of a new
phase with a community church in She English
language with a resident minister.

Tae constitution proposed for adoption on Wed-
nesday lists few qualifications for member-
ship beaides being = follower of Jesus Christ.
This is basic to the Christian faith., For
axampls, methods of Baptism and the Lord's
Supper are not specified.
