I had never given ruch thougt te 2 "lube plant"
or wondered how one might function until ons
evening this week when I was shown through the
lacal ane now nearing completion. Tt means
different things to different groups of people.

To Amisy it is snother unit added to an already

huge refinery and will ms=an an incredass in the

numter of products refined here, To Venezuela,

it means an expansion of her industrizl eco-

nomie activiiy by manufacturding within the

country more finishsd preducts from her own

lube oil and rejects the wex which crystali-
zes and 1 removed hy filtration. The de-
waxed o0il is ecalled & base stock, and two of
these will be made in the Amuay unit. A
third one, much heavier and called a bright
stoek will te beought. Out of these three base
stocks fourteen types of lubes will be marm-
factured by blending them with complex chem-—
iral compounds, called additives, which when
edded in sma.l quantities to blands cf base
stocks medifv the performance of the oil as
required, ~...5 last process is perfomed by
the third unit of the plant, the high preci-
sion, automatic “lender which assures con-
gtant composition of the blended oils., By
frequent samplin- =ad laborstory inspection
the constant gu:liiy of the oil is assured,

Thiz blended eil then enters the packaging
machines which will £i11 the containesrs to

a uniferm volums calculated to deliver the
full amount written on the label upon empty-—
ing. This last unit will fill guart cans,
S-gallon pails, 16-gallon drums and 55-gallon
drums, The spectacular cuart-can filler and
packer will fill, cap, label, place 2I ecans
to a carton, seal the carton and carry it to
a palletizing machine where the cartons are
automatically placed on pallsts in an inter-
locke d pattern to aveid shifting in handling,
all done autometically at the rate of 300
cens per mirmtes, The cans are made in the
supplier'!s plant in Maracay, Estado Aragua,
ard will be received in the plant in the ship-
ping cartons fully lithographed and ready to
be filled,

raw materials, To Creole, it means, for one
thing, an investment of about $8,000,000 and
a contirmance of the company's peliey to man-
ufacture in Venezuszla =3 meny produets for
the local market as is economieally feasible.

To the people who will operate it, in partico-
lar one engineer whe tock ms on my tour of

the plant, it will mean putting inte practi-
ecl use the years of study he hss put inlc

the thecries of the varicus phasss of petrol-
eum refining, This lube plant is more than a
theory and mors than a series of symbols,
lines and formulae on sheets of paper, it is
something cone can sses, feel, hear, and in a
sense, taste, s test of human capacity te
physically contrel and master what one is able
to ereate,

To people like me whose only associatlion with
lubrieczmnts is what I purchase in the coursa
of daily existence, it 1= another maze of
pipes, lights, boilers, tanis and flashes of
brillisnt cclor on the landscape. To an
artist, I'm sure it must represent 2 kind of
functional beauty in its propertions.

In trying to learn something about its actual
structure &nd functlons, it helps to go first
inta the control reom where on panels around
three of the walls one can see a diagram out-
linsd with tubes of different colors that are
marked with directional arrews showing what
substance flows where and what happens to it
when it pets there,

Bagically, the Amuay lube plants consists of
three sections: 1 = Phenol treating (Phenol
atill means earbalie acid to mey; I was burned
with it cne time.) and Hydrofining or Phenol-
fining unit, 2 ) Propane dewaxing unit; 3 -
Blending and packaging unit,

Lube ollz, I learned from my guide, have other
functions thzn to lubricate. They should
prevent corrosion, serve as a cooling medium,
sometimes as a hydraulie medium, sometimes as
an insulating medium, sometimes as a sealing
medium. To serve all these parposes they

mst have an appropriste balance of propsrties.

Iube oil is obtained from 2 fractional part
of petroleum, and to axtreet this fraction,
the crude oil is distilled under vacuum (a
vacuum still), 'The first unit of the lube-
¢il plant treats these raw distillates with
phenol to dissclve certain substances which
do not possess good lubrieating characteris-
ties, The resulting extracted oil called a
raffinates is treated with hydrogen in a Hy-
drofiner to obtain the desired cclor and sta-
bl1ity, The hydrofined raffinate still con-
tains wax which has to be removed in the sec-
ond urdt of the plant, the propane deawaxing
unit, Here at low temperatures the ligquid
propans, made in a nearby unit, dissolves the
