have received an average of 35 1,50 for each
hour of work that I have put inte it. (Meost
of the advertising money has been paid in tao
the general Coungil fund, and the money now
being recelved for the personzl classified
ads is being used to help pay those who work
to put the paper together)., Bescause so many
people have asked me why I have continued to
work, I have no other explanation to offer
than this.

First of all, I love the work, and the field of
writing, to me, is not primarily = tusiness

but a profession. Just as a dector worthy of
being called a docior uses the same amount of
gkill and tralning in treating a charity pe-
tient as he dees in treating those who pay, so
whatever I write receives all the skill and
training I am capable of putting inte it, ne
matter if I receive no pay for it whatsoever,

I can do no leas and live with myaelf,

To get back to the Pelican, my husband and I

I cannot keep the Pellecan office 1n our home
during that time, and I de nct wish tc return
and become the editor again, I shall te happy
to help someone else in any way that I can,
without psy, put out the paper when I retuwrn.
