brought down by ths Couneil, He was ably as-
gisted by Mrs. Joan Byers who tock over as pro-
gram director replacing Mrs, Lou Hall who left
in June, and Mrs, Doris Bauch who gave freely
af her time as finance chairman of the program
committee and by working almost daily with

the program, COther members of the orlginal
program committee were Mrs, Hilda Nystrom, Sra.
Aranda de Paz Gonzélez, Mrs, Judy Sellers and
Mrs. Marie Gabriel. The four paid student
gasistants hirad by the director and paid out
of the general fund were Sharon Hewitt, Wanda
Siemer, Jomm Hart and Tommy Jacksom.

Among the speclal activities arranged for the
participants was a trip to Coro for all these
over ten years old where they spent the day
in the swimming pool of the Hotel Miranda.
Ona of the mest popular parts of the program,
handicrafts (mainly leatherwerk), had to be
discontinued after the first month when all
the supplies were taken from the house whaore
they were kept and where the children worked.
