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COMMUNITY DEVELOPMINT

SUBJECT: Identification of Streeils - Judibana

In our discussion relative to the nomenclature of
strests in Judibana's residential areas, the project
was approved, as far as street namss were concernad,
for all areas, as well as the house numbering systems
for the Worker Remtal Area and the Open City. The
question of changing the present eonstruction numbers
in the Staff Houses was not decided upen, and Mr.
Wyrme requested that the matter be further analyzed in
terms of its advantages and disadvantages. He also
stated that the idea was born in a meeting with the
Community Council, who had indicated to him the
diffieulty in identifying residences uder the present
Sy SLEM.

The matter was discussed with Mr. Van Curen who as
President of the Council brought the cuestien ocut at
the time, He stated the problem as follows:

1. Identifyins addresses by house numbers,
especially when these numbers arbitrarily
change from cne strest to the other was
inconvenient for new residents not familiar
with the residential ares.

5. A number of residents from Adaro had the
zame ineonverlence in finding addresses in
Judibana.

1t was particularly difficult for cutside
sapvice organizations - TV Repalr, Air Lines
delivering packages, ete. to find the correch
addresses.

Thelr objsctive wss to find a way vhereby
addresses could be easily identified. This cbjective
can be accomplished in the following ways:

Name the strests, identify them, and
Mumber all houses

Name all houses - e.Z., "Cuinta Ana"
Number and name all houses

[t is felt that with the naming of the streets by the
Community Council, which nomenclature was accepted at
the meeting mentioned previously, our cbjective hes
been met since all Creole owned houses in Judibana's
Staff Rental Area, fall within Point 3 above, because
although they do not have names to the houses, they do

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bear the tenant's nane.

The yuestion then arose, do we have the
best numbering system and should it Te
changed? The answer in our opinion, 1s
that we do not have the best numbering
system but that it should not be chenged,
although it could be changed.

We attempt to inumerate below some of the
advantages of changing the system as well
as not changing it.

ADVANTAGHS QF CHANGI NG

1. By changing the numbering system we
can come closer to what it would be in
a City.

2, You eliminate some, net all, of the
arbitrary changes in numbers because
af the irregular pattern eof the area.
3., TYou deal with smaller numbers, instead
of high numbsrs. Fresent numbers
start at 201 and go up to 1200%'s5,

ADVANTAQES OF NOT CHANGING

Maintain identification of houses for
administrative purposes relatively
simple and eliminates sources of error
that may come about due to duplicate
number s.

existing records to the pew system.

4. Avoid inereasing problems relative to
use of IBM for billings, statighical
information, etc.

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HOW TO SEE EUROPE TN 14 DAYS

Sesing Bwrope in 14 days is a great experience 1f cne
lives over it. We szw the continent in that length of
time - well, some of it, anyway, from bus and train
windows, ferries and airplanes. After our trip by
plane from Hamburg, Germany to Berlin and back to
Hamburg, we took the train to Gopenhagen, crossed on
the the ferrv to [lelsingors, Sweden and crossed that
country to Uslo, Nerway. OSorry, we did not have time
to drive over for a visit with the Jensens, former
4mmay residents. We flew from Oslc te Lenden, Took
the train from Londen to Dover, the ferry from Dover
to Dsstende, Belgium and the train cn to Brussels.

We arrived thare on the evening of Cctober 18 and
stayed there over the nineteenth, the last day of the
World's Fair - aleng with at least a half million
other people., Cur feet will never be the same again.
We had to stand or wallk on them for eighteen hours,
and alas, several times, a good many other people did,
toe, —-Just too many people in teo small a place. Tre
most disappointin: things we found there were the
hambur rers in the imerican restaurant; the most ejye—
poooins view, the giant atom structure at night, and
the best exhibits, those in the Russian Pavilion.
Venezuela had the most beautiful exhibit, that of its
orchids, and it gave us a thrill to =ee the pictures
of Amuay so far away from here. Flease bear in mind
~hat these are personal impressions and do not
necassarily reflect the opinicns of anyone else.

f'rem Hrussels we went to Paris, and during our stay
there, 1 thought of a statement I read in a letter

that I received from a soldier who was stationed there
during the second World War, 'The French have a nmice
towm, and they lnow it." As it is with music or great
paintings, Paris, like Reme, Londor, New York, Carzcas,
ar &ny other great city, has to be felt and not merely
seen. Otherwize, all of them are just big cities with
a lot of all kinds of people 2nd a lot of big buildings,
some dirty, some just ugly, soms beautiful,

From Paris we took the train across France, Switzerland
and Italy to Home, staysd there two and a half days,
then flew to liice, Barcelona, Lishon and New York, After
three hours in New York, we were able to find seals on a
plane For Fort Worth, Texas, our chief intersst thers,
two sonz and a daugnter—in-law., After Lwe weaks in
Texas another plane trip back to
we sailed back home. The most surprising thing in New
York, and I suppose the entire trip, we obtained choice
orchestra ssats teo ses "My Fair Lady", and it is just as
good as the critics say it is.

This being our first trip to Eurcpe, some things stand
out more clearly than others making a pleasant bacxdrop
in memory. 1 rensmber vividly, the breath-taking
beauty of Sweden and Nerwsy im Uctober (the colers are
indeseribably); I shall remember, alwiys, szeing for
the first time plzces that herstofore have been notning
Lut names in news-pipers — the Vatican, Versailles, the
Celosceum, Flace de 12 Concorde, Buskingham Falace,

Big Ben, lyde Park, etec., bul in spite of all the pomp
and grandeur, the plumed guard 1 tock a plcture of in
London had a bed cold and could not keep his nose from
dripping, I wes sorely tempted to offer him a package
of ¥lesnex., I had a letdown sort of feeling when I

saw the Hall of Mirrors in the Palace of Versailles,
After studying about it in history for so many Years,

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T was a little "ruk out™ to learn that it
was just an ordinary verinda until Louis
IV wanted to make = dining hall of it
and put the mirrors in te fill up the
holes where the windows had been., The
mlrrors were dull or dirty and did not
reflect much light.

I waz overwhelmed by the antigquity of
Jcme, walking on streets about thres
thousand years old, the city hall build-
ing more than two Shousand years old, and
the grandeur of Sl. Feter's church in the
Vatlcan is impressive, but we were not
impressed with the services cf the firat
class hotel where we stayed.

For some reason we could never figure out,
we were never taken for tourists. In
iermany, people on the street were forever
spealking German to us; in France, lorways
Italy, it was the same except for the
language, but one case of mistaken
idertity stands cut above all the cthers.
It happened in & amall restaurant in
Bruscels where we asked the waiter the
usual question, "Do ycu understand English
or Spanizsh?" Of course, he understood
English, tut when I asked him what kind

of steal an item was on the menu, he took
me by complete surprise when he said, "Oh,
you won't like that, Mam. English never
de, It iz a ground meat, and Americans
like it, but the English never eat itV

I quickly told him I would take semething
else, How he mistock my Texas drawl for
an English accent, I will never Know.

The two things we want to forget are how
terribly our feet hurt at the World's
Fair and how we missed our ship in New
vork and had to bosrd it from a tug out
in the river, but that i1s ancther story—
