811 arransesments have been completed, and on Feb. 1,
1559, Judibana will inaugurate a Folice Station that
will patrol and offer adeguate vigilance to all
residential areas.

The service will consist of a Police Chief and six
Policemen that will perform patrol duty 24 hours/day.
Thne Police Station will presently be located in tne
Worker Rental Area, belween Jalle Tl SHauce and Calle
El Clpres. We have provided them with a patrol car
and padio that will inerease the efficiency of their
operaticns, Also a telerhons will be installed in
the Station, the number of which will be announced
at a later date,

The State Government has been mest cooperative in

the establishment of the Service and it is now our
reaponsinilisy to contribute to make the work of the
Policemsn as easy as possible. State autherities have
promised to zelect the personnel that will be
assigned to Judibana. The expense of maintaining the
gerviee will be borne by the Commnity from its
maintenance fund, to which Creole contributes every
month based on the houses which it ocwns in the
residentisal area,.

Well, glance
below and read this bock report on the Ugly
American by Barbara Outterscn, and you will
find an almost classic example of a stalemate.
Today's fiction and general best-selling

lists contain unanswerable arsuments on

either side.

THE UGLY AMFRICAN

4 rare pisce of satire in semi-fictional form,
most readable and provocative, reaches us in
"The Uzly American" by William J. Lederer

ard Eugene Burdick., Already this book has

had 2 far-reaching impact. Fresident
Eisenhower was reportedly shoeked and
sbimulated to action. For a time, becauss

of its anti-Amsricin effect, it was banned
from overseas librariea.

in official report by the U. 3. Comptroller
Jeneral confirms the general thesis cf the
book when he describes the unbelievanle
stupld management of our foreign-aid program
in the kingdom of Laos.

The authors chocse the [letional Asian
country of "Sarkhan' as their site; and they
choose a series of interwoven stories about
the kind of representatives we have. Among
them we have Joe Bing, 2 loud and vociferous
public information officer in Washington who
recruited Americans for Asisn jobs. His line
tempted them with tales of pleasures, com-
forts, and ease, played down language study,
discounted people to people contact with
local residents. Another well delineated
chsracter is Ambassador Zears of Sarkhan who
knew no Sarkhanese and was blissfully unaware
of loeal situations. He was recalled to the
U, 3, for a federal judgeship, Froblem: who
would replace him and how wonld he be chosen?
3incere Ambassador-elect Machinite who Lried
to learn the ways of the country was
arbitrarily reczlled, and none other than Jce
Bing replaced him.

The "Ugly American" himself is an able
mechanie, rough but wise. ile lsarned the
language, lived with the Sarkhanese, and
realized they needed things they could make
and operate themselves, Of old bike and
jeep parts he built a machine which 1lifted
water to rice paddies, thereby helping the
loesl people to save work and to start in
tmsiness. Another positive contributor is a
farm trainsd American wheo tried to teach

the people how to raise belter poultry and
eggs. There is Father Finian 5.J. whe lived
with the people and effectlively created
comnterforces against the commnists.
Ambassador Sears reported that Finlan wis a
erackpot.



BUCK REPURT "T'he Ugly imerican
fmong the national lessons we can learn are
these: 1, Big plants are mystifying to people
beginning to develop themselves. They need to
progress little by little starting with homs-
made things which they understand. 2. Our
representatives should be well trained, of high
moral character, should know the language, and
should want to have personal contact with the
local people, 3. Uur military perscnnel should
be familiar with Mao Tsetung's published works
=rd not eling to historic Napolecnic ways of
meetinT commnist resistance.

The U. 3, gives away tens of billiens yearly in
fareign aid, but we reveal curselves as people
in ways which our country canneot afford. With
all our riches, it leaves us poor indeed.

And what does "The Ugly American" have to say to
us here in Venezuela? Tt helps us to examine
ourselves as representatives cof the U,5. How do
we interpret the U, 5. to residents here? Do

we make an honest effort to learn the language
and bridge the barriers between us on a person
to person open-minded basis? Our authors say

we can help profoundly to halt the communist
tide. It seems to ms that we have a unigue and
perhaps historic opportunity here. 1 would
recommend this bock as an eye-opener to the
importance of Americans cverseas,
