The First Adpparition (February 11, 1958)

Bemadette was fourtesn years of age. Only
8 month ago she hed retumed from her
shepherding at Bartres to prepare for her
First Communicn., She might indeed have re-
mained at Bartres had 1t not been that the
parish priest of that tewn had advised her
to return home. He himself was leaving soon,
and he feared that shs might have no one to
instruct her in the catechism. She was, he
admitted to himself, very tackward in her
lasscns,

Back then shs came to ths disused priscn

cell in the Rue des Petits Fosses. The
family was crowdsd here; they wers very poor.
Seldom had they sufficient to eat. Bernadette
remained a dalicate child.

the rapid growth in number of television sets in
nemes of the community points up the need for in-
ireased attention to television safety, particular-
ly as teo the instellation of the sets and thair an=
terna system, Teking the necessary precuations at
e outset will mean greater safety for televisisn
LEETE.

iny high metal structure is a likely target for
ghtning, with the possible hazard of lightning

damage te elsctrical equipment connected
to it as well as lightning and fire

damage to the building supporting it.

When a television antenna is mounted on

a building, there are two possible patha
to groumd for & lightning stroke, ons down
the lezd-in wire to the TV et and the
other down the supporting mast and through
the building. The National Electricsl Cede
(U.5.) recognizes this and reguires a
1ightring arrester to be installed on the
lead=in wire to drain off the charge befors
entering the building. The Code also re-
quires the supporting mast to be suitably
grounded in order to lead the chargs to
ground without going through the building.
These gromding facilitiss alsc serve to
drain off atatic electrieity build-up
which is brought about by wind friction on
the anterma and supporting mast.

Durdng installstion, particular precautions
muist b2 taken to keap the anterma, its

supnorting mast and guy wires well separatel
from electrical powsr lines. Inadvertent
contact with a power line and induced
current plcked up from power lines, has
been fatal to installars in some instances.

In the case of high masts improperly sup-
ported, there 1s also the hazerd of falling
during windstorms, with the reseibility of
contact with electrical power lines or of
injuring persons and damaging preoperty.

The picture tube used in televieion rs-
ceivers is a nighly svacusted bulb with a
glase face and glass-metal walle, continual-
1y being stressed with a large orushing
force, An atmospherde pressure of 14.7
pounds 1is exarted on sach square inch of
the tube surface. When the tube breaks it
implodes in a viclent manner, resulting in
broken glass flying in randem directions
and pospibly through the telsvimion proe
tective window, When a plcture tube be-
comes defective, replacement should not

be attemptsd by persons not trained as
television techniclans, Thie applies not
only tc replacemsnt of pleture tubes but to
any cther repairs toc the reselver as well,

Televieion receivers contaln extremely high
voltages and are toc complex for amateur
tinkering., Unskilled handling can result
in a severe or even fatal shock. This high
veltage chargs doss not subside nor is
drained off by a skilled technician using
the proper tools, If the cabinet of the
set operates satisfactorily. If a set needs
repairs, a competent techniciar should be
called.

Ventilating openings are provided in the
cabinet of many television receivers to
keep temperatures below the maximum limits
permissible and if the openings are blocked,
overheating may result, Ventilating open-
ings in the set should be kept slear and wn-
obstructed, TV sets generate considerabls
hest which accumulates dangercusly when ven-
tilation is cbstructed, It may be dargerus,
for instancs, to install a TV set in a

tizht cubdicle in which air cirewlation is re-
gtricted or limited unleas it was espeacially
marmlastured for such g confined space. Cone=
verzely, TV sets with ventilating openings at
the backx of the cabinet should not be Jammed
flush ta a wall.

Television receivers should not be left turmsd
on while unattended. Because of the inherent
herard of electrie shock, particular care
snould be exeprciged in using television re-
cedivers outdoors., Should a television receiver
become Involved in fire, extrems precauticn
gnould be sxercised in handling the set, If it
is necessary to move a turning receiver sut-
doors, first cover the entire cabinet with =
heavy blanket or quilt which will subdue the
fores and retain flying glass should the pleture
tube implode. Due to the nature of the zas
sged in some TV recelvers, cuts or wounds
giffered az a resuli of flying glass from an
lmploded plicture tube are slow and difficult

as a result of flying glass from an imploded
picture tube are slow and difficult to heal.
Water should not be used in attempting to sx-
tinguish a fire in a TV receivear as the water
cculd serve as an electrical conductor baeck +o
the Individual; cerbon-dioxide is the recommend-
ed extinguishing zgent.

Telsvisicn sets having the Underwriters labora-
Lories seal of approval means that it has been
tested for fire, shock and implosion hazards.

We've been asked to write a few little articlea
about various refinery operations. It seems
logleal to start with the crude oil az it enters
the refinery and follow it through the various
refining steos to the point where finished gzso-
lines, diesel fuels and the cther products are
loaded inlo tankers.

We get cur crude oil from the Lake Maracsibo
area through two pipelines. These zre two of the
three lines you've noticed by the aide of the
road bstween Judibana and Snell, the third line
carries water from the mountains behind Coro.

Aoout ©0% of the crude we receive is refined here
et Amuay with the remainder being sold tc other
refinsrs who pick it up in tankers at our docks.
Crude ta bs processed is temwporarily put inlo the
large tanks across from the Guardia Nacional Cuartel.
Fram thess tanks, crdus is pumped into the first
stage of relinery processing. This first stage is
commer: Lo all refineries throughout the world =nd
is the Initial step of separating crude cil into
various fractions which, with furthar refinemert
are salable In world mackets.

This first stage of refining we call pipestills

and we have four of trem., Each pipestill is operated
24 hours a day, separately from the others. Basicsl-
1y all that is done is to heat the oil to a high
temporature and separate it into the desired frac-
tlons by eooling it back dowm again., Pipestill is
the term used to include all the pumps, piping,
furmaces, colurms and condensars which are used for
the basic purpose of heatlng the crude and cooling

it down again.

In a typicael day, one plpestill st Amuay procssses
75,00C tarrels of crude oil., From the storage tanks,
crude is purped through a line of heat exchangers in
which the crude is heated while separated fresctions
are cocled on thedr way te dntermediate storage tanks.
At the end of ihe sxchanger "train" the partially
heated crude snters a large furnace. This furnace

18 slmply 2 huge box containing pips through which
the erude flows back and forth until it Zinally
emerges on the other side of the furnace. These
furnace pipes (from wnich the name pipsstill original-
1y came) are hesated to very high temperaturs by cil
or gas bumers. OCrude emerges from the furnace at

2 temperature of 500® Farenhelt. At this peint,

4 gocd part of the cil has been boiled off and is

in the sc called vapor phase, whisch in this case
means it's a hot gas.

The mixed gases and liquid frem the furnace next
enter a distillation colum, Our colums are about
100 feet high and sbout 15 feet in diameter, The
column iz fitted with "trays" which go all across

the dlameter of the colum end are spaced about

fect apart from top to bottom. These trays are large
metal plates with holes punched in them. The tops of
the trays have various hardware on them to hold a few
Znches of liquid, while the gases rise through the
holes and mix thoroughly with the liguid on the tray.
The 1iguid flews by gravity down the column from tray
to tray while the gases rise to the top-just as steam
rizses from a pot of bolling watasr,

The licuid flowing down the column is
withdrawn at several placss on the ecolumn
cooled in heat exchangers and pumpsd back
inte the celumm. The cold liquid ccols
the gases causing them to condense. By
controlling the temparature we contrcl
which gases are condensed and can in that
manner control whnich part of the crude oil
we have on any given tray in the colum.
The higher we go in the ecclumm the colder
we make the 1iquid, Then at any point in
the colum we have crude separated acecord-
ing to the temperature at which the liguid
cn the tray beils. At the top we nave
gasoline, and, coming down the columm,
kerosene, heating oil, dissel fuel and
finelly, fuel oil at the hottom. We get
our separated products by withdrawing them
as ligquids, from whatever tray they are
found on,

This whole process should be fapiliar to
anybody who has ever done any moonshining
in the South. It's exsectly the same as
the way you get corm whiskey from fermented
mash., TYou beoll off and condense what you
want and drain what is laft off the bottom
of the still. The only difference is that
erude ofl is compesed of a vast number of
compounds while fermented mash iz only
alcohol and water,

This then is what we do in the first stage
(crude distillation) of oil refining.
Products withdrawn from the distillation
column are cooled by exchange with in—
eoming erude oil and then by water. They
are trhen pumped away on thelr respsctive
pathe to further refining.

As anyone who has worked on or cperated
cne of these pipestills can tell you,
there is a lot more to it than this over-
simplified explanation tells, Maybe you
can get some ides of the actual complexity
by realizing that each of these pipestills
cost § 9,000,000, usas 1,400 kilowatts of
electricity every hour and processes
enough crude to f£ill the tanks of 8,500
cars eveTry nour.
