The tarnker "Esso La Salina™ was discobnected from
the power szystem on March 25th and remsined on
standby. It is planned to release the ship on
April 1st. Cebles to the pier will be left in
place in the event the tanker is agsin required.
The 72-hour open hole pumping test on Siburus Well
N® 10 was completed on March 28th during which
time the well produced approximastely 26,000 b/d.
Llthough somewhat disappointing, production may 1ip
crease with further cleaning out of the hole,

Lube 0ils

Most of s have heerd that Crecle hes & new
lube plant here at Amuey. We also know that
the plant was built last year. So, for today,
let's tallk sbout this plant and whei it does.

You can ses the lube plant quite clesrly from
the main highwey passing the refinery. It's
the aluminmum colored towers and vessels nestled
behind the newest two-tone azgorted color tanks
There's a werehouse for storing canned oil
right pext Lo the tanks.

Through meny, many years of herd work and bit-
tor experience, refiners heve leerned how to
make high quality lubriecating eila from elmost
any crude., Years ago, only certsin crude oils
freom the State of Pennsylvanis could be used
for lube menufacture, and Pennsylvanls base
oils becsme the standard te which others were
compered, Some cils sold today still play up
the word Fenn or Pennsylvania in their edvert-
ising becsuse of the famed quslity, snd Penn-
sylvania erude still commands & premium price,

Thare ara no nstural high quality lube base
erude oils here in Venezuels, and we have &
pratty complicated proceasing schame to make
our lubes. A= & result of our processing, the
oila we meks ars at least as good ss Fennsyl -
vanis oils and in many instances are better.

The base oils from which Iubes are made are pro
duced during special operations on one of our
pipestills. The base oils are mads using rela
tively lov tempsreture so as to avoid cracking,
and specisl precsutions ere taken to keep the
more undesireble parts of the cruds out of the
lube charge stock.

Charge stocks sre received inte four of the
brightly colored lubs tarks snd from these
tanks are pumped to the Fhenolfiner Flant. Here
phenol (or carbolic scid( 1s mixed with the
chaerge oil in a treating tower. Carbolic acid
iz sn antiseptic which most everyone has no =
tiesed in hoapitels end eclinies - it has a dig
tinetive odor, Carbolic acid dissclwves the

low quelity part of the charge stock leaving
only the highest quality part of the oil. In
our plant the high quelity part is about ons -
half of the originel oil. After recovering the
carbolic aeid by boiling,it, the eoil is ready
for further processings The carbelic scid is
used over and over agsin, beinp mixed with
fresh oil continuously.

4t this atate, our lube oil iz of high quality
but it contains & lot of wex. Old fashioned
paraffin wax thet Grsndme used to seal the jel
1y jsrs. The wex itselfl would be a very good
lubricant except that it's solid end cen't be
pumped around in a car engine until it's heat-
ed up. 50 we remove the wax in a propene de -
waxer. The waxy lube o0il is mixed with liguid
propane (LPG to the farmers) and cooled down
to sbout =10° Fshrenheit. At this low tempera
turs ths wax is really solid and the oil is
digselvsd in the propane. Wax crystsls sre

.- filtered from the oil by straining it through
