gauged and the quantity delivered is checked by
the ship itself. It's actually a rather hard
problam to find out exzctly how much oil has be-
ernl losded on a ship. It's customary in most
places to have the quantity and quality certi-
fied by an independent cbserver and everything
is done according to rigidly defined practlces.

In spite of all the precautions taken, mistakes
harpen once in & while. There sre thousands of
valves in the systems, hundreds of pipes, and
many, many tanks. The wrong valve open can be
very mertifying or possibly even very humorous.

In ons instance, a ship was loaded with sea water

and didn't find it out until after he was at
sea for a day!

SHIFPING THE OIL - by Jesse Jackson

Almost all of the oil that comes to Amuay
lzaves in tankers, We recelve about 520,C00
barrels of crude oil every day from the two
pipelines. We refine zbout 300,000 barrels
of this and ship the remainder to other re-
finers.

Bow this iz a tremendous amcunt cof oil to be
handling every day - in fact the quariity al-
most staggers the imagination when you think
about it, Crude and product shipped from
Aruay every day amcunt to zbout 22 million
gallons worth more then one and a half million
dellars, This is about 5 percent of the oil
eonsumed in the free world today.

Mere than five tankers call at Amuay every
day, load their oil and pull cut. This means
that 2t least 70 tankers are plying the seas
between Amuay and our customers, Of course,
the same 7C tankers aren't always involved,
but at least that many are coming to or go-
ing from here every day.

We hzve space for docking eight ships at onee.
A1l of us have seen the docks from a distance
if not cleese up, Those of us whe lived in
Adaro nsed to enjoy watching the tznkers come
and go pest our houses. Maybe we didn't re-
alize that over ten times each day a tanker
passed us golng in or cut.

You ecan readily apprecicte that if we stumble
in handling this eil, or if a hurricans keeps
the tankers at ssa, we have tremendous prob-
lems in a hurry., The oil piles up in ocur
tanks, filling almest four of them every day
g0 it doean't tzke long £il11 they would all
be full and we'd have to shut down. Conse-
quently a great deal of care is taken to see
to it that the right product cor crude is
available at the right doek 2t the time a
tanker comes in to load. The pace is some-
times frantic.

When a tanker ties up to the doek we load

it as fast as possible to make room for an-
other., This week, for instance, we expect

a tanker in to load over 300,000 barrels of
erude at 55,000 barrels an hour, At that
loading rate we'll hava tc be careful not

to sink it at the dock - when a ship recelves
cargo at that rete you ean actually ses it
settling in the water. This rate isn't typi-
cal of what we do = in fact, it's probably
close to being = world record rate, but we

do load them fast.

For every tanker lozd, samples of the oll are
taken and tested in the Laberatory to lower
the chances of sending the customer the wrong
product, and to make certain that the cil
logded is at lesst az pgood as Creole repre-
sents 1t to be, The amount of oil in the
loading tanks before and after delivery is

MARIA CALLAS: Anpel or Demon?

Who would have imagined at about the end of the
fourth decads of this century that a pudgy and
awtoward 1ittle girl would become the most talked
about figure in the operatic world?

T+ waa precisely towards 1937 when Jallas for-
mally begsn teking wolce lessons at the Lonserva
tory of Athens., Born in New York in 1923, of
Greek parents, she was taken by them to her sec-
ond country, Greece, where she was caught in the
Second World War. Her childhood had been quite
sad, and she suffered from an inferiority com-
plex in every respect, tut her woics, This,
perhaps, was the reason why, spurrsd by her great
ambition, she willed tc excel and dedicated her-
s2elf most sarnestly to singing. And so, to a-
chieve her present position, Callas had to work
very hard, desperately se, perhaps without para-
11el in the history of ber.art.

She made her debut at 15 in the Royal Opera Pal-
ace of Athens with considerable success.

In Italy cshe held her first presentation in 1947,
where she made such a terrific impression on her
director, that he became her gulde, preparing
her fer her presentation in la Seala where she
triumphed 'par excellence' in the Puritans, Tos-
ca, Lucia di Lamermeor, and Norma.

The subksesuent years she spent in Italy singing
between Florence and 'La Scala', and became
¥nown in America through her recordings of 'Tos-
ca! and the Puritans; thus she was offered a
contract a2t the Metropolitan, which she refused
sclely dus to, as she said: "trivial reasens",

In truth, Callas was not at all satisfied with
herself, Opera has made a considerable svolu-
tion in the lsst few years, and she recognized
that besides having 2 good volce she needed a
figure thzt waa consonant with that of the hero-
ines she interpretsd. The public was weary of
seeing buxom matrons representing fragile But-
terflies, or Violetas, or Lucias......,. 4md at
that time, when she was offered the contract,
her worst enemy was her weight: For she welghed
215 peunds. Absolute disasterl!!!!

Her self-contrel and ambition kept her stead-
fast to a very strict diet, She was planning
tc make her debut in the United States, and ex-
pected to do it soon, bul with a trim figure
that would impress the public, her theatrieal
manarers, and zven her benefactors., Although
she was retieént tc publicize her slimming pro-
gram, she could not keep her secret for long,
and the press began to comment in biz headlines:
"Callas will lose her wvoice". Her strict self-
imposed diet will make her slim, but her voice
will not be the same, etc. As the press continu-
gd its reproaches, Callas continued her regimen
without peying them the least bit of attanticn,
Hadn't the great singer GalliCurci been slim?
Her managers in the U.B. took a dim view of the
gituation, but even so a contrect was signed

through which she made her debut as Norma

at the Lyriesal Treatre of Chirage in Novem-
ber, 1954. When the curtain rese that night,
the entire public was astonished, holding
their breath as they heard her sing., Would
she sing well? Would her volee be really

se marvellous? The performance was a2 resound-
ing success, Callas became consecrated in
Amerdica, znd other triumphs followed in the
same theatre with Luciz and La Traviata.

In the wake of her successes followed her
temperamental explcesions for which she still
iz famous. She would cancel contracts most
inepportunsly. Her rivalry with the pentle
Renatz Tebaldi made history at La Seala of
Milan, where she refused to sing as long as
Tebaldi was under ccntract in the same es-
tavlishment, In Rome she was the cause of
great consternation when she refused to sing
the second act from Norma to an aundience that
included the President of Ttaly. And last,
among her most outstanding awloward acts, was
that of cancelling her contract at the Met-
ropolitan last season due to disagreements
with the Managzr.

Much has been written about her, and her
enamies and rivals have taken advantage of
these temperamsntal explosions to discredit
and defame her, but so great is her talent
and her hold over the pubklic that there are
also thousands of defenders who have placed
her on a pedestal as a goddess; and she, in
turn, can attract thousands of fanatics when
able to control her temper and perform with
her characteristic mastery of style.

During the 1957=1958 season at the Metropo-
litan, her debut was anxiously awaited, She
chose Traviata, inssmuch as it is one of the
most popular compositions and one of the

beat interpreted by her. A boisterous pub-
lic was expected since many of the specta-
tors were present with the sole object of
creating disturbance in the event Callas
would break forth in one of her fits of anger.
The puard was doubled to control the revolt-
ers in the event ths expected incident should
actually occur. And Callas sang as she had
never done before. The public wes delirious
and awarded her with great applause. As she
left the Met mumerous publie awaited her: not
a belsterous public, but a public of snthusi-
astic admirers, This ovation was repsated in
all her other performances, such as hsr ap-
pesrance in Imeia and Tosca == Her triumph
wzs extraordinary!

The same accurred at the Faris Opera ecarly
this year, where Marfa Callas sang shortly
after cancelling her contract at the Metro-
politan, More than 2000 persons were there
to hear her.

Later in 1815, Jackson retaliated by
defeating the British in ths Battle of New
Orlears. Jacksen had made friends with a
Famous French pirate, Jean Lafitie, whe,
after the British sailed in, sewsd up the
mouth of the Missiszippli River with his
stronghold. He killed and injured 2,0C0
British. and they only xilled or injured
abaut twenty eof hi=z men.

Another time as a gereral he was ordered
by President Menroe to stop Indian raids
in the Scuth. In the act of doing so he
pursued the Indians into Florida. While in
Florida he captured two Spsnish forts.
Actually he conquered Florida. When
President Monrce neard of this he was
extremely embarrassed because he had ne
desire te go te war with Spain. Therefore,
the two forts were returned te Smin ard
American forces were withdrawn.

Jackson was one of the best liked
presidents there was. He was in of fice from
1829 - 1837,

Before becoming president he was an
Indian fighter, gereral lawyer, judge and
a member of both heuses of Congress.
