Mey Day was & grest public holidsy in Medievel and Tudor
England, and all classes of people were up with the deun
to go "a-Meying". Braonchos of trees and flowasrs wers
brought back in triumph to the towns end villspes. The
center of the proceszaion, of coursge, was occupied by the
Msy Pole, splendid with -ibbons and wreaths.

On May Day in the United Stetes, children trim thelr May=-
pole ard dence arousd it in much the assme feshion as their
English snd Romen wncestors. It is s#lso their custom to
meke amell baskets of psper into which they pub some sarly
Mey flowers and bits of cundy, snd deliver them secretly
to specisl frisnds. The fur comes from tryimg to gueas
whe left the basket on the coorknob.

The First of May is also the day on which the Catholic
Church dedicates the moath to the Blesaed Virgin Mary -
Queen of the May.

In most of the countriss of Americs and Europs Interna-
tionel Labor Day is eelebrated on May lst, é4s it hes been
done yeer sfter yesr sinee 1890, This day is ccommemorat -
ive of the initistion of a new era in the field of lsber
through the suecesaful efforls of workers in Chicago to ob
tain 8 merked improvement in their working conditions. In
the United States, bowever, Labor Day ls celebreted on the
first Monday in September.

Due to the concern and unessiness crested in most countries
because of the emphaais plsced cn the celeabration of May lst
in soeislist countriea, Popa Pius XII raselved to Christienize

STRICTLY FOR CPERA LOVERS

GIUSEEFE VERDI:

I shell dediecste this space to perhaps the greal
ggt of Ttelian composers, who has merited fams
and renown, not only for the quality of his com-
positions, but elsc for their zbundance.

Giuseppe Verdi was bora in Italy in Cetober,
1813, His First music lessons were received from
an orgenist in his native city. He displayed
such greast talent that a popular collection was
made to obtain funds thet would permit young Ver=
di to continue his studies in the Ucnservatory of
Milsn. Neverthelsss, sdmissicn in this Lnstitute
was denled him as he was considerad "toc old" st
the time (1832) and "very poorly prepared".
Therafore, he was forcad to take private lessens
and conssquently his collected funds dwindled sc
repidly that he was obliged to return home where
he ramainsd throughout the ensuing four yesrs.
Thers, however, he composed his first operat
"Oberto™, which was inesugursted in 1837 in Milan
with pgrest scclamstion. Then the young composer
received an offer from La Scels to write three
new operas, the first of which, "Un Giorno de He-
gno", first presented in 1840, was a complete fra
cas, and the second: ™labucee", presented in
1842, resulted in a tremendous triumph that con =
varted Verdl overnight into an idel. In the dec-
asde comprehended between 1842 and 1851 he fin -
ished a dozen operas, of which the most important
were: "I Lombardi", "Ernsni”, "Mscbeth", and
"Muisa Miller".

Llthough at this dete he was the most popular of
operatic composers in Itely; he hed not as yet
reached his meximm productive cepacity. In 1851
he hegen a new creative period with "Rigeletto”.
With this composition, Verdi proved that his
first operss were merely the preduct of s perdicd
of appranticeship, and that later wers to come
his masterpiecez, which would become the most
wildely known and beloved of ltalian operas of ell
time. "Rigolette®™ was followsd by "I1 Trovatore",
"Un Bello de Maschera™, "La Forze del Destino",
and "Aida®.

These operss were distinguished for their excep =
tional lyricism end dramstic qualitiese. Verdi

was an artist who knew much of the theater: How
to satisfy the demand for music, scencgraphy,
characterization, etes, 811 of which united to his
outstanding humsne guallities, opened to him the
gates of triumph and immortality.

ffter this long period of noted triumphs, Verdi
practicslly retired from composition, and it was
only in 1887 when a prominent librettist, Boeite,

present=d him with the arrangsment of Shakespsare's
Othello, thst he was encouraged to write the musie.
The opera was first presented at La Scala that same
year and was considered & great asrtistic event at -
tracting the attaation of the entire world. Othel-

Giuseppe Verdi died in Milan in 1901 Tha
death of his wife left him without the deslre
to continue living; he took refuge in & hetel
rocm, 2nd shortly thereafter died of hemi -
Elaa

fll Itely mourned the decease of its national
beroe, At his funeral one<fourth of a million
admirere filled the stroets to render him
their last tribute; and during the procession,
Lhrturo Tosesnini directed choruses from his
opera, "Nabueco".

PLida™ is without a doubt his greatest achievg
mont. It was written at the regquest of the
King of Egypt to lnaugurate the Cairp Opers
House durlng the festivities celebrating the
opening of the Suez Cansl. A new opera was
desired, asnd inssmuch ss Verdi was the most
famous composer of the time, it was logical
that he should have been seleetsd to write it
Verdi had attained the age of 60; he had work
ged very hsrd, and consldered himself entitled
to rest during his remsining yeers. When the
pffer was made to him, he sttempted to evade
the commission chsrging an exorbitant sum{for
those daysg which was sccepted without the
slightest challenca.

The litrettn had been written by a celebrated
Egyptologlist end dealt with the sra of the
pherecha; and the legends spun seround the pao=
ple who hed been buried alived in Anclent

Egypta

Fate, nevertheless; intervened in the inaugura
tion of "Aida" at the Cairo Opera House. Ver-
di had the psrtiture ready, but the thester
hed to be opened with another opers, inssmach
as baforz the stage sattings and wardrebe
eould be shipped from France, the Franco =
Pruzsisn war broks out and all the articles
ware retained in Paris until the war ended.
uring this compulsory delay. Verdi had a
chance to revise the opera; and once modifisd
%0 hia entire satisfaction, it was pressnted
at last on December 24, 1871 in Egypt.

"4ida™ was s highly acclaimed in Italy as it
had been in Egypt. At its firat presentation
in La Scels in 1872, its success wes unpre =
cedented; the performance was directed by
Verdi himself, who received 32 curtaln calls
to raceive the ovation of the multitude, In
midst of the tumultous applause, he was pre =
sented with sn ivery baton and a diamond star,
besring the name "4i!da®™ written in rubies, and
"Wardi™ in other precious stones.

We may conclude saying that AIDA is one of
those mesterpieces that in the history of
opera are written in goldsn letters.

Next week I shall attempt to give s résumé of
this achievement of a great composar.

But this Cook's tour type of mentsalliy does ot
normally lest 1f the foreign visiter remains a-
broad end has seriously to cope with real condl
ticne of lifes. It is then that the second stags
bagins, characterized by a hostile and agpgres -
give sttitude towards the hoat country. This
hostility evidently grows out of the genuins dif
ficulty which the visitor experisnces In the pro
cess of adjustment, There is maid trouble,
school trouble, lsnguasge trouble, house trouble,
transportation trouble, shopping trouble, end
the feet that people in the host country ares
largely indifferent to all these troublea. They
help but they Just don"t understand your great
conecern over these difficulties. Therefore, they
must bDe igsensible and unsympethetic to you and
your worries. The result, "I just don't like
them",

You become aggressive, you band together with
your fellow countrymen end critieize the host
country; its weys, snd its people. But this
eriticism is not an objectlive appraisel, but =
derogatory one.

Instead of trylng to sccount for conditlons as
they are through an henest analyszis of the aetual
conditlons and the historiesl circumstances which
heve created them, you telk ss if the difficul -
tles you expsrienced are more or less creasted by
the people of the host country for your specisl
discomfort.

Stercotyping

Tou teke refuge in the colony of your countrymen
end its cocktail eircuit which often becomes the
founteinhead of emotionslly charged labels known
gg stereotypes. Thls 1s a pecullsr kind eof insi-
dious shorthand which caricatures the host coun -
try end its people in 3 negative manner, Ths
"dollar grasping American™ and the "indelent
Latin LAmerican" sre semples of mild forms of
atereotypeas [he uae of atereotype= may zslve
the ego of somsone with 8 severs ceze of culburs
shoek, but it certainly dees not lead to any
genuine understanding of the host country end its
peoples This second stage of culture sheck is in
8 sense 8 crisis in the disease, If you come out
of it you stay; if net, you leave befora you reach
the stage of s nervous hreskdown.

If the viszitor succeeds in getting somes knowledge
of the langusge and begins to get sround by him =
gelf, he is beginning to open the way into the
new cultural environment. The visitor stil1 hes
difficulties bLut he tekes s "this is my cross and
I have to bhear it" attituda.
the vizitor takes & gpuperior stiiltude to people of
ths hest country. His sense of humer begins to
exert iteelf., Instesd of critiecizing, he jokes
about ths people

Usually in this szags

and even cracks joke:s about his or

her own diffieultiess He or she is5 now on the
way to recoverye And there i1s also the poor
devil who iz worse off than yourself whom you
can help, which in turn gives you confidence
ln your ability To spesk snd get around.

In the fourth stage your adjustment iz about
ag complets sz it can be. The visitor now zc-
cepts the customs of the country as Just ano =
ther way of living. You operate within the
new milieu without a feeling of anxisty, al =
though there zre moments of strsin., COnly with
a complete grasp of ell the cues of social ine
tercourse will this strein disappesr. For a
long time the individusl will understand what
the netional iz saying but he 1s pot always
sure what the naticnal means.
