N0 YOU SOFFER FROM CULTURE SHOCKY
{Gnnt-}
Culture Patterns

I mentioned s moment ago thati specifiec cultures
are the products of historical development znd
ean be undsrstecd not by referring to the bio -
logical or physiological peculiarities or its
humsn cerriers, but to an understanding of the
entecedent and noncomitant slements of the cul-
ture themselvess Brazil and the United States,
for instence, have different cultursl erigins
snd different histories which account for
present-day differences. In this case, however,
the differences are not great, both cultures be-
ing parts of Western civilization.

It might be useful to recognize hers thst the
study of culture per se is not the study of
individuals and group behaviour. The student of
culture studies not humen individuals but ths
inter-relationships of cultural forms llke tach-
nologies, institutions, ldea and beliefl systems.
In this talk we are interested not zo much in
the study of culture as such, but its impact
upon the individual under speciel conditions,

Now any modern nation is & complex society with
eorresponding varietions in eulture. In compos=
ition it i3 made up of different ethnic groups,
it is stratified into classes, it is differentiz
ted into regions, it iz separated into rural and
urban settlements, each having its distlnctive
eultural characteristics. Yet superimpossed upon
these differences &re the common elsments of of-
ficial lanpuage, institutions, and customs which
knit it together to form 8 nation.

Culturae] Differancges

These faets indicate that it is not & simple mat-
ter to acquaint oneself with the culture of a na-
tion. Similarly the culture of one's own nation
iz complex. It too, differs by regicn and class.
Americans, for inatance, who go abroad in verious
governmental end business eapacities, are usually
mambera of the middle class and carry the values
and espirations of this class, some of which are
en accent on the practical or utilitarien, weork
g5 a means to personal success; and suspicion of
personal suthority., Accustomed to working in
large hisrarchical institutions like business cop
porations, governmentsl agencies, or seientifie
foundations which have g life of their own and
persist in time, Americans tend to become
impersonal.

Individuals no mattar how able; ere replaceable
parts in these large imstitutions. To Americans,
personalizsm which emphasizes a apeeciel individuel,
1like s politiesl leader or = business leader or
religious leader, as solaly rasponsible for the
existence and success of an ilnstltution, is some-
what strange. To the American it i= the crganiz-
ation that counts snd individusl beings are judged
sccording to their ability te fit into the mechan-
jsme Thiz difference in inter-personal relation =
ships often becomes at least a minor shocks A new
pattern has to be established which has to tzke 1
to econzideration elass society, the =ymbola of in-
dividuel status, ths importence of [emily relation

leisurs, snd the values people strive for.
Onderstandizg Cu ghock

The rather sketchy remerks 1 have made here
about culture and its eleaments are for the
purpose of showing how important an objective
traatment of your cultursl backpround and that
of your new environment is for the understand-
ing of culture shoeck, There ls & grest dif -
ference in knowing what is the cause of your
own leck of the means of communication rather
than the hostility of an alien environment;
you also realizs thst you yourself can gailn
this underatanding and these means of communj
ecation. And the sooner you do this, the
sooner culture shock will disappear,

The questlion now arises; whet can you do to
get over culturs shock as quickly as pessiblel
The answer is to get to know the people of the
host country. Eut this you cananot do with any
success without knowing the language, for
langusge is the principel symbol system of
communication, MNow we all know that learning
a new language is difficult, particulsrly to
adults, This tesk alone is quite enough to
cause frustration and anxiety, no matter how
gkil1ful lengusge teachers sre in making it
esasy for you. But once you begin to be able
to carry on a friendly econversation with your
maid, your neighbor, or to go on shopping trips
alone you not only gain confidence and a feel-
ing of power but a whole new world of cultural
meaning opens up for you.

You begin to find out not only what and how
peopla do things, but alao what their interesto
are, These interests people usuelly express

by what they habituslly talk about and how they
slloecats their time s nd money. Once you know
this value or interest pettern; it will be
guite easy Lo get people to talk and to be in-
terssted in you. Whan we say people have nc
interests, we ususlly admit the fact that we
have not bothered to find out,

Lt times it is helpful to be a psrticipant ob-
server by Jjoining the aetivities of the people,
to try to share in their responses. Whether
thiz be a cernivel, a religious rite, or some
economic activity.

ol ar t,

Yot the visitor should never forget that he or
ghe is an outsider and will be treated as such.
He or she should view this participation az a
role playing, Understanding the ways of people
is essential but this does not mean that you
havs to give up your own. Whst heppens is thal
you have developed two patterns of behavior.

Finally, a word on what your fellow countrymen
can do to help you get over gulture shock. It
is well to recognize thet persons suffering
from culture shock feel weak in the face of con
ditions whlch appear lnsuperable; it iz natural
for them to try to lean heavily on thelr com ~
patriotss This may be Zrriteting to the long
term resident but he should be pstient, sym

ships, and the different importance given work, _, (Plsase turn to the next page - Almost Fir



pethetic, and understanding. Although telking
does not remove pain, I think a great desl ia
gained by having the source of pain explained,
some of the =teps towards a cure indicated,
and the assurance given that time, the great
healer, will soon get things right.
