THE LAST KAISER

(1859 - 1941)

William 1] of (rermany

TWENTY YEARS AGO, on June 4, 1941, after a two weeks' illness caufed by an intestinal
disorder and lung embolism, Frisdrich Wilhelm Victor Albert von Hehenzollern, once by

the Grace of God Emperor of Germany and King of Prussia, joined in death his royal cousin-
ensries, Nicholas II of Russia znd George V of Englard, leaving behind the colored maps

of Europe on which he hal marked the German victories denied him, but won by an Austrian
corporal of peasant stock.

Few men in history have cast so great a spell cver the world with so small a found-
aticn of personal merit., For 30 years he was the leading politiesl figure of Eurcpe.
His personality collapsed urder the ordeal of war, and the ignominy of his flight to
Holland was ornly redeemed during the final stage of his 1life by the quist dignity with
which he bore his long exile from the land of his fathers. This 22-year period is the
span which ssparates the two pictures above,

Born on January 27, 1859, the eldest son of Prince Friedrich Of Prussia and Vietoria,
Prinsess Royal of Oreat Britain, the eldest daughter of Queen Victoria, he suffered from
birth from a shrivelled left arm, a slipght deformity which, according to some historizns,
excercised a warping effect upon his vain andhypersensitive character, The antimsly
death of his father, after a 98-day reign on”Jure 15, 1888 brought him tc the throne at
29 yeare of age and grave disagreement soon arose between the young monarch and the old
Chancellor, Prines Bismarel, In less than twe years "Punch” was to immortalize the
nDpropping of the Pilot" as on March 18, 1890 Bismarck sent in nis resimation written al-
most under duress and accepted with scarcely disgulsed relief,

The feverish and ubiquitous restlesssnsss of German poliey, constantly reflected in
the Kaiser's flamboyant eloguence, gradually induced the Great Powers of Zurcpe outside
tha Triple Alliance to draw cleser together in their growlng apprehension of the "=rman
peril®, The significance of the rapid expansicn of Germany's naval forces, rspeatedly
emphasized in such phrases as "Germany's future lies on the sea' and "the German Flees
must grab the trident?, which rang out like a deliberaté challenge to Eritish sea power,
was not lost to the Lords of the Admiralty.

Anglo-German relatlons were repeatedly atrained by such incidents as his telegram
to President Krfiger after the Jameson Raid which preceded war with the Boer Republics
in 1899 and China Agreement of ths following year, but a desp impression wae made on
English public opinicn by the Emperor's viasit o England at the time of Queen Victoria's
fatal illness, and the very genuins shara he took in their national mourninga

He suffersd from bouts of what modsrn journalists call "feot-in-mouth' disease.
During the 1908 erisis in the Near Bast, which followed the Austro-Hungarisn annexatlion
of Bosnia and Herzegovina, and Prince Ferdinand's proclamation of Bulgarian independence,
Germany supported Austris-Hungary and hed already won a complete’ diplomatic vietory at

HACE VEINTE ANGS, el dfa 4 de junio de 1941, Federico Guillermo Victor Alberto von
Hohenzellern, ctrora Emperador de Alerania y Hey de Frusia, murid en exilic en Doorn,
Holanda, dejande abandonado los mapas en colores de Zuropa en los cusles se habia man-
tenide al tanto de las victorfas del cabo Austriaco que le habia quitado la fama de ser
el hombre mds odiade del munde",

Nacif el 27 de ensre da 1859, hijo mayor y herederc del Principe Federico de Prusia
y ou ssposa Victoria, hija mayor de la afamada Reina de Inglaterrs del misme norbre .
Subié al trono el 15 de junio de 1882 a la edad de 29 afios al fallecer su padre después

Guillermo II traté de abrir camine para su ejercito y su flota con palabras y
gestos, "EL pufio de Hisrro!, "Armadura resplandeciente”, gl Almirante del Atlantieo',
WHoc volo sic jubeo, sit pre ratiome voluntas.! (Lo quisro, le mando, sirva mi voluntad
de razén) eserinid en el Libre de Oro en Munich.... Pero nada de Guerral!! Favonearse
gf, con la espada envainada.

No fue culpable de la acusacién contenida en 2l Articulo N® 127 del Tratado ce Ver-
sailles de ser instigador de la Primera Guerrs Mundial, pero su defensa es en nada hala-
gadora para su amor propic,...

ENGLISH AS SHE'S NOT TAUGHT

At an educaticnal conference held in Vancouver last summer, leaders of the Canadian
school system generally agreed that from half to three quarters of their students in the
first year of college were incompetent in grammar, syntax and analysis of thought. What
was notable in the discussion was that nearly every participant used the English langusge

th uncommon force and precision. Any looseness or jargon heard there came from the
three American guests, of whom I was one. Most of our hosts - Canadian teachers, prin-
cipals, supervisors, and university instructors - had obviously gone throtgh the mill of
a classical education; the chairman made a mild pun irmvolving Latin and was rewarded
with an irmediate laugh. Yet they declared themselves unable to pass on their linguls-
tic accomplishment to the present schaol generation, and they wanted toc know why.

In the United States the same complaint and inquiry has been endemic, comnon-place,
for quite a while, You come across it in the papers. You hear parents, achool people,
editors and publishers, lawyers and ministers, men of science and of business, lamenting
the fact that their charges or their/offspring or their employees can neither spell nor
write Mecent English," The deplorers blame the modern progressive school or the comics
or TV; they feel that in schocl and outside, something which they call discipline is
lacking, and they vaguely connect this lack with a supposed decline in morality, and
upsurge of "erisis®., Like everything else, bad English is attributed to our bad times,
and the past (which came to an end with the speaker's graduaticn from college) is cre-
fited with one more virtue, that of literary elegance.

The facts: seem to me quite different, the causes much more tangled, and the ex-
planation of our linguistic state al once mors complex and less vague. For many years
now I have been concerned with the art of writing amd kept busy at the invidious task
of improving other people's utterance, and I cannot see that performance has deteriora-
ted. The level is low but it has not fallen., As a reader cf history I am steadily re-
minded that the writing of any language has always been a hit-and-miss affair. Here is
Amos Barrett, our chief source on the battles of Cencord and Lexington: "It wont long
befora their was other minit Compreys.... We marched Down about a mild or a mild half
and we sse them acomming,..," and so on, An illiterate New Fngland farmsr? Not eo,
¢ince he could write; he had been taught and in some way represents "the past", The
question he poses is, how de people write who are not professionals or accomplished
amateurs? The answer is: badly, at all timea, (TO EE CONTINUED NEXT WEEK )
